The JESUS Film is an evangelistic tool that has been used 
to show the salvation story of Jesus to over a billion 
people since 1979. More than 200 million people have 
indicated decisions to accept Christ as their personal 
Savior and Lord. It’s been translated into hundreds of 
languages; the dialogue has been matched to the actors’ 
lip movements as closely as possible in each language, al-
lowing viewers to hear the words from Scripture instead 
of reading subtitles.

Some friends in the JESUS Film’s New Media depart-
ment recently asked if I’d help them shoot a recreation 
of a short scene from the original fi lm as a test for some 
future ideas. First. the actors recorded their dialogue to 
match the timing and phrasing of the original fi lm. Then, 
on the set, they synchronized their dialogue to their own 
recorded voices being played back while acting. It had 
to be done this way so as to preserve the timing of all 
those translations that have already been created. If the 
leadership of JESUS Film thinks this is effective, there 
could be more updates shot of this incredible resource.
